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What to expect: 

You will meet some very interesting people 

You will see things that are both familiar and strange 

You will have a lot of questions 

You will never forget this experience. 

Our Mission: 

Christ Our Light has been going to Guatemala for thirteen years under the sponsorship of  S.O.S (Sending 

out Servants), a group based in Houston, TX.  Our mission is that of a ministry of presence.  We do not go 

to build or repair homes or dig wells.  We are there to build relationships.  The major focus is on catech-

esis for the children (very much like Vacation Bible School) and faith-sharing for the adults.   

 

You do not need to speak Spanish for this trip.  We try to take four Spanish speaking translators.  The local 

language is Quiche although the children learn Spanish in school and quite a few adults also speak Span-

ish.   

Preparation: 

We have four team formation meetings.  These meetings usually last four hours each.  The purpose of these 

meetings is to learn more about Guatemala (information) and to get comfortable with our team and with 

aspects of the experience like faith sharing (formation). Additionally, you will be on a team either for the 

adult or childrenôs programs.  You will have meetings outside of these formation meetings to plan. These 

planning meetings for your program are a commitment of approximately 8-10 hours. The team formation 

meetings are important and we try to schedule these so everyone can make all the meetings.   

 

After the experience there is a team retreat and an event for sharing the experience with the parish. 

 

Transportation: 

We fly in and out of the Newark airport.  We ask family members to help with transportation to and from
